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Arabian Horses Win Big in Tulsa with Successful 51st Annual
Show

(28-NOVEMBER-17) - AURORA, COLO. - This year’s U.S. National Arabian & Half-Arabian Championship
Horse Show lived up to its name as the most prestigious Arabian show in North America, bringing in
1,726 horses from across the U.S. and Canada in a nine-day period. There were even world-renowned
horses and exhibitors in attendance that have shown in Arabian horse events across the globe.

197 classes displayed the beauty, versatility and athleticism of the Arabian horse, ranging from Dressage
and Pleasure classes to Reining, Halter and Mounted Native Costume in three separate rings at Tulsa

Expo Center.

Economic Impact
The U.S. National show also brought $28 million to Tulsa throughout the duration of the show.

Many exhibitors were in attendance with 73 booths taking up almost the entire Exchange Center and its
58,500 square feet. The exhibitors had everything on display including art, clothing, jewelry, equine tack
and accessories, and more.

This year’s U.S. Nationals T.A.L.L. (Total Arabian Interaction & Learning) Tours were a huge hit, drawing
in 127 new and returning groups from the public to learn about and see the elegance and adaptability of
the Arabian horse.
