Original nomination fees will be divided
equally between the filly, colt and gelding
classes.

Only the
cost of ribbons and trophies will be taken out
of each fund. Prize money for each class will

The nomination fees will go in to the prize
money for that class.

Prize
money for each class will be divided as fol-
lows: 25% will be paid to the Champion, 15%
to the Reserve Champion and 7.5% to each
remaining Top Ten.

No more than 8 entries will go
forward from any preliminary or elimination
sections (except where called for by the class
rules).

PATRON STALLING
